Do’s and Don’ts for Teammates
We try to be flexible so that the Holy Spirit can use you to your fullest ability,

 but there are rules that must be followed in the prison situations. 
1. Don’t ever ask about their crimes, and absolutely do not discuss the death penalty!

2. Don’t speak with correction officers/prison personal unless spoken to directly and absolutely never argue!

3. Don’t take cameras, tape recorders, pagers, cellular phones or extra keys (one car key only) into prison.

4. Don’t bring any unnecessary items (i.e. food, drinks, make-up, billfolds, purses, cash, pocketknives) – leave them locked in a car or some other secured place.

5. Don’t give out your personal address or phone number. (Use PfP ministry address or church address)

6. Don’t run anywhere on or near prison property.

7. Don’t make any promises you will not keep; have integrity.

8. Don’t go into restricted areas or leave facility without approval of your Coordinator.

9. Don’t take Bibles any larger than pocket size.

10. Don’t advise any inmates on any medication they may be taking or have taken.

11. Don’t get involved financially with inmates at any point.

12. Don’t make comments/observations about the ministry, institution, food, housing or prison staff.

13. Don’t give the inmates anything except the Praise and Prayer Request Sheets or any other papers given to you by your Coordinator. No business cards with special messages or other outside materials are allowed.

14. Don’t be concerned about numbers of commitments.

1. Do respect authority, and immediately obey instructions from prison staff & your Coordinator.

2. Do allow the sharing with correction officers/prison personal to be left up to your Coordinator.

3. Do wear casual clothes at all times- no shorts, tank-tops or open toed shoes, and no solid colors (i.e. all blue or gray)

4. Do be familiar with our materials (NestFamily and World Wide Pictures videos).

5. Do attend one entire weekend of one of Bill Glass Champions for Life, including scheduled training.

6. Do attend all scheduled activities; this includes all scheduled programs in the prisons.

7. Do show respect for the speakers, and never talk during programs.
8. Do be yourself.

9. Do mingle with the inmates.

10. Do listen and talk to inmates during free time, however only before or after program.

11. Do try to get others from your church involved with follow-up, even if it must be by mail.

12. Do be especially careful not to downgrade or criticize any “religion” during the weekend. Example: Don’t comment on any other theology or tell someone of another belief that they are going to hell. Stay positive on your Scripture references and keep to your point. Don’t criticize other beliefs.

13. Do enjoy yourself and share with other teammates, however we ask that you save this time for outside the gates and/or off the compound.

14. Our purpose during this PfP Program is basically evangelism. Therefore, such terms as “baptized in the Spirit”, “Slain in the Spirit”, “Faith Healing”, “Speaking in tongues” and practices related to these terms, will not be used. We all agree on the way to salvation, but we do not all agree on some “post graduate” areas. Areas of disagreement can cause confusion and disillusionment, thereby harming the cause of Christ. It may even cause some prison officials to cancel the program. We will, therefore, leave the “post graduate” areas to the new believer, and the Holy Spirit – without our assistance. We need all to agree to this philosophy.
